Import Graphics – One Page How To
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Graphics may –easily- be used to document LabVIEW!  Essentially anything that can be placed on the clipboard may be imported.  However, there are –tricks- in the actual implementation.  Here are a couple of ways – please add to this repertoire...

For example, this picture was taken with the ITL Kodak DC50 Camera (available for loan from Paul Franchois, x5674).

Step 1:  View in a Browser

Step 2:  Use Alt-Print Scrn to capture to the ClipBoard

Step 3:  Paste to the Front Panel

Note:  Drag & Drop to create an Icon

Microsoft Word is an excellent tool for importing Graphics. Use Insert, Picture, from File to load. 
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To use Graphics in Word Documents, the Trick is to Right Click to Format the picture to Float over Text and Wrap appropriately, left or right.  The Croping Tool and Resizing are easily done in Word!
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
