At right

is a simplified diagram.  The “TRICK”

is to Right Click on the Refnum Control

to Browse for the file type to be accessed.

The Connector Plane must match exactly.

When the Refnum to the property node is

wired it takes on the shape of the

Connector Plane, see below.
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In addition, Right Click on the Icon of

the called Vi to set VI Setup modes such as FrontPanel visibility and Reentrancy.

Note: for speed, arrays of data and

clusters of controls should be used.

Opening and Calling for one data point is slow.
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
